e Shirts/Permissible Styles/Colors:
o School logo shirts/Polo/Golf/Oxford, and T-shirts (solid color) *
o Colors: Blue (navy or light), Red, Black, Orange, Gray, or White.

e Bottoms/Styles:

o Pants, Shorts, Skorts, Jumpers, Skirts**
o Colors: Black, Navy Blue, or Tan.

e Sneakers, Shoes, or Boots may not have the toes or heels out. Crocs must be
worn with the strap behind the ankle for stability. Should your student not
adhere to the Croc’s policy, they will no longer be permitted to wear Crocs.

e Jeans with rips/holes, leggings, or tights are not permitted at any time.
